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motorhome pitches

safety distances on 
pitches and  
campsites.   
In order to safely and securely 
stay overnight, you must comply 
with the current regulations of 
the Swedish Civil Contingencies 
Agency. The minimum permitted 
safety distance is shown in the 
image to the right. This applies to 
both pitches and campsites. 



4. day and night 
parking 
 
You may park and stay overnight in your 
motorhome for 24 hours on weekdays in Sweden. 
All wheels must be inside a marked area. You 
may stay until the next weekday on Saturdays, 
Sundays and public holidays. If other rules apply, 
this information can be found on a supplementary 
board under the P-mark. Keep in mind that there 
may be local regulations at some parking areas in 
nature reserves, and please note that it´s forbidden 
to park in the terrain.  
 
Be sure to read the car park signs carefully as 
some car parks are reserved for normal cars and 
prohibit the parking of motorhomes.

grey water:   
Bathing and dishwashing.  Empty grey water at designated emptying 
points specifically for grey water. Be extra mindful to empty at the correct 
location.

latrine:  
Latrine refers to what comes out of a person’s stomach, also known as 
black water. There are two types of latrines for motorhomes, so be extra 
mindful which one is which. 

In case of a cassette solution, carry the cassette to the place specifically 
designated for this purpose. 

For those with a separate latrine tank in the style of gray water that is 
emptied via a hose, empty at the designated place for a fixed latrine tank. 
 

Doing the right thing should be easy! We will help you how and 
where you can empty waste, latrine, gray water and refill fresh 
water, and also clarify what is what. 

färskvatten:  
Tänk på att det är olika slangar för färskvatten och 
avspolningsvatten. Var noga med hur du sköter 
färskvattenslangen, tratt och lock så att det inte 
vidrör smutsig mark eller dylikt. 

waste: 
Food and residual waste must be sorted 
separately and placed in the appropriate 
container at the campsite or motorhome pitch. 
Remember that food and residual waste should 
not be left at rest areas or in other public bins. 

All packaging and newspapers should be sorted 
and taken to a recycling station. 

You can leave your bulky waste, such as 
barbecues, camping chairs or broken televisions, 
at recycling centres.

off-road driving law 

private road 

Driving off road in a motorised vehicle is forbidden. In the legal 
sense, off-road terrain means almost all unpaved ground in 
nature. In addition to forest and land, off-road terrain also 
includes beaches, meadows, park land, and lawns. The ban can 
be found in the Off-Road Driving Law. 

It is up to the owner of a private road to decide whether 
motor vehicles are allowed on the road or not. The owner 
has the right to ban motor traffic or certain types of 
motorised vehicles.  

You can park your motor vehicle right next to the road, only 
if there is no risk of damaging the ground or hindering the 
landowner in their activities. In addition, you must not block 
or pose a danger to traffic. 

Private roads are subject to the same provisions for 
parking as on other roads. If a landowner wants to 
regulate parking, this can be done through local traffic 
regulations. A landowner can forbid or permit parking under 
certain conditions “The Swedish Law on parking Fines for 
Unauthorized Parking”. The landowner must put up signs 
with the conditions that apply.

where to drive and park 
It can be tempting to drive out to the beach or on 
the alvar to a secluded spot. This is not allowed, 
regardless whether you are in a nature reserve or not. 
The Off-Road Driving Law applies here. The soil on 
Öland is very sensitive and fragile. Only park in marked 
parking spaces. Always check for information signs at 
the location.

lighting a fire    

The Right of Public Access gives us 
freedom with responsibilities. It’s 
particularly important that you show 
consideration for nature and for the 
people you meet there. Simple things 
to keep in mind are keeping your dog 
on a leash, when cycling and riding 
use good judgement, and close the 
gates to pastures you visit. 

You may make fires in nature under 
safe conditions, but fires are always 
prohibited in nature reserves. It’s best 
to light fires at designated locations 
and check if there is a fire ban.

camping in nature 
There are no rules for how long you 
can set up your motor vehicles at 
the same location. When it comes to 
tents, the limit is considered to be a 
few days. A caravan or motorhome 
is perceived as more disruptive than 
a tent. 

Always ask the landowner for 
permission before setting up 
your caravan or motorhome near 
residential buildings, even if it’s just 
for one night.

7. the right of public access 

There are 91 nature reserves on 
Öland. Information about nature 
and the regulations that apply to 
the area at the entrances to the 
nature reserves. The regulations 
are there to protect nature 
and make the experience as 
good as possible. Always read 
the information board before 
entering a nature reserve. The 
Right of Public Access does not 
fully apply in a protected area 
where there are regulations. 
Camping and staying overnight 
are things that may be regulated. 
Plan your visit in advance to 
avoid being disappointed on site.

8. the stone coast 

love öland carefully 

We all want to experience fascinating rauk fields, beautiful fishing villages 
and charming windmills. The Stone Coast is unique in its kind, but to 
ensure that animals and nature are not damaged and remain for future 
generations, we must take our responsibility. The road to The Stone Coast is 
narrow and it is difficult to meet a car without having to drive off the road, 
which is not allowed. Experience The Stone Coast by bike or on foot instead. 
Park your car or camper at the designated parking lots and enjoy the fresh 
Öland air and the magical views at a slower pace. 

discover the local area by bike or 
on foot
Leave your campervan parked and 
head out by bike or on foot to capture 
the scents of alvar, fauna and sea. 
In addition, you help to ensure that 
Öland’s sensitive nature along the 
small roads does not wear out. 

save water 
Öland is often dry. Precipitation during 
the year is small, especially during 
summer. Thus, it is important to be 
economical with the water ensuring 
there is enough for everyone. 

conscious environmental thinking 
Bring your environmental awareness 
from your everyday life to your 
vacation. Save water, recycle your 
garbage, turn off the lights, and eat 
according to season. 

buy locally produced and locally 
grown food 
Make sure to choose local options 
while on Öland. Eat and buy meat 
and vegetables produced on the 
island. Then you support small, local 
producers and their production. 

picking up litter 
There is a lot of plastic in nature. Make 
a habit of picking up litter when you 
stop your campervan at a roadside, 
in a parking lot, or while hiking in the 
countryside. 

take your dog with you 
To protect wild mammals and birds, 
you need to keep a close eye on your 
dog. During March 1 to August 20, 
when the wild animals have young, 
there is a law to protect wild animals. 
This usually means keeping your dog 
on a leash.

is it permitted to empty grey water 
in nature? 

No. You are forbidden from emtying 
grey water in nature, in gutters, or 
together with emptying of latrine.  

is it permitted to empty latrine in 
nature? 

No. You are forbidden from emptying 
latrine in nature or in gutters. 

is it forbidden to empty grey water 
in latrine / black water? 

No. Latrine and grey water are 
emptied at seprarate locations.    

where do you refill fresh water? 

Fresh water can be found at most 
emptying locations. 

i s it permitted to stay overnight at a 
parking spot?

You may park and stay overnight 
in your motorhome for 24 hours 
on weekdays in Sweden. All wheels 
must be inside a marked area. You 
may stay until the next weekday 
on Saturdays, Sundays and public 
holidays. If other rules apply, this 
information can be found on 
a supplementary board under 
the P-mark. There may be local 
regulations at some parking areas in 
nature reserves.  

is it permitted to unfold a markis, set 
up chairs, or grill at a parking area? 

No, it is forbidden. This also includes 
parking designated for motorhomes.  

is it permitted to empty grey water 
at rest stops which offer emptying of 
casettes in zinks? 

No. Grey water is forbidden from 
emptying in zinks at rest stops.   

is it permitted to empty latrines in 
nature reserves? 

No. Some toilettes have biological 
treatment systems which could get 
compromised by chemicals.  

how long are you permitted to stay 
at a reststop with you motorhome or 
caravan?

Rest stops are solely for shorter 
stops. If nothing else is specified 
you may park at a reststop for max 
24 hours. For more information visit:

10. faq
what safety distance is required 
between motorhomes at pitches or 
camping sites? 

According to MSB’s recommendation 
a minimum distance of 4 metres is 
required.
